     Turkey's worldwide foreign trade statistics between January-April is presented in the table above. In the first quarter of 2012, Turkey's export increased in a rate of %2.8 compared to that of the same time period in 2011, while import decreased by %2.7. The volume of foreign trade increased by 2,6 billion American dollars and went up to 123 billion American dollars. Accordingly, foreign trade deficit which had been 33 billion American dollars in April 2011, decreased in a rate of %2.8 and reduced to 27 billion American dollars.

     The statistics of Turkey's foreign trade between January-April with 27 European Union countries is presented in the table above. Effects of the economic crisis in Europe is being observed both in import and export. In the first quarter of 2012, Turkey's export increased about 3 million American dollars compared to that of the same time period in 2010, but it is %6.1 lower than that of the same time period in 2011. The situation of Turkey's import is the same as export, in the first quarter of 2012, import decreased in a rate of %6.6 compared to that of the same period in 2011. Because of the decreases of %5/6 in import and export, the volume of trade decreased from 50,6 million American dollars to 47,4 American dollars. For the reason that import decreased ‰5 more than the export, Turkey's European Union countries trade deficit decreased in a rate of %8.

   The tenor of Turkey's trade with Spain is parallel to her trade with EU 27. Import and export rates in the first quarter of 2012 is decreased compared to that of the same time period in 2011. Similarly, the decline in import (%4.8) happened faster than the decline in export (%2.6). The expected result of this situation is that Turkey's Spain trade deficit decreased in a rate of %1 compared to that of the same time period of prior year and became 638 million American dollars.

        
4.   Turkey- Spain Sectoral
     The sector groups which constitute %70 of the volume of trade between Turkey and Spain in the first quarter of 2012 is presented in the table below. Accordingly, that specific time period's total volume of trade's (3.2 billion American dollars) %11 is constituted of passenger cars. When trucks and automotive supply (component parts) industry is taken into account, it is seen that automotive industry contributes 250 million American dollars to total volume of bilateral trade and constitutes %15 of it. In the first quarter of the year, Turkey was positioned as a net importer in automotive sector. The second sector after the automotive industry was knitted and woven garments sector. This sector, in which Turkey was positioned as a net exporter, had a portion of %15, when artificial and synthetic fibers in the textile industry are considered. Therefore it is observed that automotive, textile and confection sectors constituted %30 of the Spain trade volume in the first quarter of 2012.

    Chemistry, petro-chemistry and iron&steel products became the following sectors after automotive and textile with volumes of trade with respectively 199, 194 and 166 million American dollars and portions of 5-6 points.

     When Turkey's export is investigated by the sectors which export the most, the table below is constituted. Knitted and woven garments constitute Turkey's biggest export sector with an export volume of 441 million American dollars and a portion of %34 in total. Automotive industry, including passenger cars, tracks and their components and parts is the second big export item after confection, with it's export volume of 230 million American dollars. The main economic sectors following these two big sectors are electronic audio devices, products of chemical industry and articles of iron and steel industry.

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     It's been observed that Turkey's importation with Spain is more focused on the dial nature of raw materials and product groups compared to exportation. As an indication of this characteristic of Turkey's imports, the part of imports from Spain to Turkey which is within the scope of internal processing regime is shown in the table below. According to that, the part of imports from Spain in the first quarter of 2012, which was valued at 227 million American dollars, constituting %14 of total, had been within the scope of internal processing regime.      The sectoral separation between Turkey's imports and exports with Spain is more clearly seen in the table below which is based on the main product groups. According to the figures of the first quarter of 2012, Turkey's import is constituted of %80 raw materials & intermediate goods and %20 consumer goods. However, her export is constituted of %40 raw materials & intermediate goods and %60 consumer goods. Thus, Turkey has deficit in raw materials& intermediate goods and surplus in consumer goods in trade relations with Spain. When the same periods of 2011 and 2012 is compared, it is observed that this tendency strenghtened further in 2012 than 2011.

     Distribution of the companies that perform trade between Turkey and Spain according to the size of trade they perform is presented in the table below. In the first quarter of 2012, 4,281 firms performed exportation and 2,589 firms performed importation in total. Import and export's %80 was performed by firms whose trade valued more than 1 million American dollars. The remaining portion of %20 was constituted of about 4000 firms and 2000 of them performed trade less than a value of 10.000 American dollars, receiving a portion less than %1 in the total trade.
